Problem Possible Cause Solution
Vehicle was running but Burned out fuse The fuse will burn out and automatically shut off
suddenly stopped. the power if the motor is overloaded.

An excessive overload, such as too heavy a
rider or too steep a hill, could cause the motor
to overheat. Replace the fuse with a new one
of equal amperage. Correct the conditions that
caused the fuse to burn out and avoid repeatedly
burning out fuse.

Motor or electrical switch damage Contact your local Razor authorized service
center for diagnosis and repair.
